COLLECTIVE CONDITIONAL FEE AGREEMENTS
1. A Collective Conditional Fee Agreement (CCFA) is an agreement between NewLaw and the organisation referring the claim to us to pursue qualifying cases on a “no win no fee” basis.

2. Qualifying cases are claims where, following assessment of the merits of the claim, NewLaw decide that there are reasonable prospects of succeeding in obtaining compensation for the injured person.

3. These cases can be simpler to operate for the injured person as the contract is between NewLaw and the referring company.  The injured person has the benefit of NewLaw acting for them without the hassle of dealing with the usual retainer forms.

4. If the case is successful and you obtain compensation your costs will be recovered from the defendant’s insurance company.
5. If your claim is unsuccessful you will not have to pay NewLaw but you may have to pay the defendant’s costs.  To make sure you don’t have to pay anything we will arrange insurance for you.

6. That insurance may be a policy which you have already purchased (also known as legal expense insurance or before the event insurance)

7. If you do not have insurance already in place we will obtain it for you (this is known as after the event insurance).  Payment of the premium is deferred to the end of the case.  If you win the defendant will pay it as part of your reasonable costs.  If you lose then the policy will pay its own premium along with your liabilities up to the limit of indemnity.
